This patch is useful for duty uniforms, formal unit wear, and for collectors of military surplus or
unit memorabilia. Always follow your unit's uniform regulations when applying or wearing insignia.

Care and notes
Follow simple care steps to keep the patch looking its best and to respect uniform rules.
e Hand-sew or machine-sew securely; patch is not supplied with adhesive.
e Wash uniforms according to garment instructions; patch is made to resist normal washing
but avoid harsh treatments.

e Check unit regulations before applying the patch to service or dress uniforms.
e Limited availability: stock may run low due to demand.

A: The patch measures 5 cm in width and 6 cm in height (5 x 6 cm).

Q: Where should the patch be applied on the uniform?

A: ltis intended for the left arm of the drop uniform, in the standard shoulder/omerale position.

A: Yes. The patch is embroidered on khaki cloth with durable materials that are made to retain
shape and color under normal washing conditions.

Q: Is this patch suitable only for the Brigata Alpina Julia?

A: The design is specifically for the Brigata Alpina Julia and represents that unit; it is intended for
members and collectors who want an authentic unit patch.
