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bars.

Definition: this ribbon represents participation in NATO Non-Article 5 operations in the Balkans
(Joint Endeavour) from 1 January 2003 to 29 March 2010, covering Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Kosovo, Albania and Macedonia.

Main features

Compact, durable and available in multiple formats to suit uniform or display needs.

Sizes: available in 37 mm and 20 mm widths.
Mounting options: supplied mounted with a clamp (morsetto) or with screws.
Finish options: regulation flat style or bombed "Elite" variant for a rounded appearance.
Display: can be mounted on multi-ribbon bars (two or more positions) for combined
recognitions.

In most cases, choose the 37 mm option for standard full-size displays and the 20 mm option for
miniature or compact ribbon bars. The ribbon can be combined with other duty or military
decorations on multi-place mounts for a neat, professional presentation.

Care and notes

Simple care keeps the ribbon looking its best; follow these practical points when handling or
wearing it.

Keep the ribbon dry and store it away from direct sunlight to avoid fading.
Clean gently with a soft, dry cloth; avoid solvents or abrasive cleaners.
Check screw fittings or clamp mounts periodically to ensure the ribbon stays secure.
If you plan to wear this as an official award, confirm entitlement with your service records or
issuing authority.

A: The ribbon is available in two widths: 37 mm and 20 mm. Choose 37 mm for full-size displays
and 20 mm for miniature or compact ribbon bars.

Q: How can the ribbon be mounted?

A: It can be fitted to a ribbon mount with a clamp (morsetto) or secured with screws. You can also
request mounting on multi-place ribbon bars for combined displays.

Q: What is the difference between the flat regulation and the bombed Elite variant?

A: The regulation version is flat and follows standard appearance, while the bombed Elite has a
rounded profile for a slightly more pronounced, three-dimensional look.

Q: Which operations and dates does this ribbon represent?

A: It represents NATO Non-Article 5 operations in the Balkans under Joint Endeavour from 1
January 2003 to 29 March 2010, covering Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kosovo, Albania and
Macedonia.

Q: Can I order the ribbon loose for mounting on a large medal or as a miniature?

A: Yes. The product is available as loose ribbon for large medals or as a finished miniature for
gala or dress wear, depending on your selection.

We recommend selecting your
preferred size and mounting option at checkout to secure the ribbon.
